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TN Welcomes New Resident GM

Grandmaster Alex Fishbein

Tennessee to boast Grandmaster
resident for first time in 15 years! 
Grandmaster Alex Fishbein has
announced that this month (June 2021)
he and his wife are moving from New
Jersey to Tennessee! They will be
settling in Spring Hill, a small town about
45 minutes south of Nashville, where he
will continue working remotely in his
financial-sector job. This will make him
the highest-rated player in Tennessee as
well as its only Grandmaster, an honor
that our state has lacked since the
relocation of GM Sam Palatnik to
Maryland in 2007. 
Fishbein was born in Soviet Russia and
moved to the United States in 1979 at
the age of 11. He became a
Grandmaster in 1992 and has

participated in four U.S. Championships and tied for first in the 1999 World Open.
He has also written several chess books and helped revise the most recent edition of
what some players claim is the best chess book ever written, Dvoretsky's Endgame
Manual. 
On behalf of the Tennessee chess community, a warm welcome to Grandmaster
Fishbein, and we hope to see you at a Tennessee Open or other local tournament
soon!

However this wasn't without Christopher Wise himself from the
WCC beating an opponent twice, rated more than 200 points higher than himself
and netting 50 rating points for himself.

The 2021 Tennessee All-Girls Scholastic State Championship took place online
Saturday, May 1st on chesskid.com. There were 21 players across two sections. The
K-12 Tennessee All-Girls State Champion is once again Sydney Kong of
Germantown. Sydney first made her stamp in TN chess history in 2017 when she
became the first-ever (and only so far) female co-champion of the Tennessee Open
State Championship. She was only twelve years old then. Now, she matches the
record for most Tennessee All-Girls State Champion titles. Graham Gibson also won
the event four times between 2008-11. Sydney, a sophomore, still has two more high
school years to increase the record. She will go on to represent our state at the Ruth
Haring National Girls Tournament of Champions this summer and we wish her all the
best! Lillian Wu of Germantown placed second winning the alternate position tied
with Sunny Cui and Maggie Zhong all scoring 2.5 out of 4. Our K-6 winner with a
perfect 5-0 score is Sabrina Hoja of Nashville for the second year in a row. Selena
Ma came in second place with 4 out of 5 points. Thanks to all the players for another
fun event. We hope to be back in person and better than ever next year.

The Tennessee All-Girls State Championship event began in 2007 marking this year
its 15th Anniversary. It's been held in venues all across the state and usually brings
in as many as thirty to forty-five girls. Covid has really brought down those numbers
in the past two events, both held online. Aside from picking our national
representative, the tournament is also intended to help bring more girls to chess and
empower them to succeed.

ChessKid in Nashville

The Metropolitan Nashville Public School System was one of five districts to receive
a Chesskid grant, awarding a Chesskid Gold account to every Elementary student in
the system. Throughout the year, over seventeen thousand students logged into the
sight. The results are astounding. MNPS students completed over thirty thousand
lessons, watched thirty six thousand videos, attempted one hundred twenty five
thousand puzzles and played over three hundred fifteen thousand games. Wow!

The year culminated with the first annual MNPS Elementary Chess Bee. At the end
of the Chesskid “Week of Chess”, each school held a Chess Bee. The grade level
winners earned the privilege of representing their school in the system level Chess
Bee. Schools who did not have a Chess Bee selected their representatives based on
student’s Chesskid activity.

On May 20, over one hundred and twenty students, from forty three schools
competed in the 2021 MNPS Elementary Chess Bee Championship. The Chess Bee
Championship boasted six rounds of intense competition, with the top ten finishers
receiving plaques, medals and a tournament chess set. Each grade level champion
was also awarded a summer chess camp scholarship thru the Nashville Chess
Center. Every player received a certificate for their participation.

We would like to thank Chesskid, FunMasterMike, Ranae Bartlett (Chesskid
Education Director), Lyndsey Kimery and Alyson Lerma (MNPS Chesskid Grant
Coordinators), the Nashville Chess Center and, especially, all of the MNPS
Elementary School teachers who facilitated and encouraged their students to learn
and play chess thru Chesskid.com.
