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NASHVILLE HOSTS
THE 2003 NATIONAL ELEMENTARY K-6 CHESS CHAMPIONSHIP

The second largest tournament in the history of Tennessee took place from
May 8 to 11 at the Gaylord Opryland Resort and Convention Center in
Nashville. (In 1997, Tennessee was the host of the Supernationals in
Knoxville that attracted 4300 players). The 2003 Nationals K-6 had a big
turnout from all parts of the United States and Canada with 2400 players
competing in seven categories. What a tremendous tournament that was
well organized and conducted by the US Chess Federation. Even with this
many players every round started pretty much on time, thanks to the
experienced handling by the organizers and the volunteers. The host state
was well represented by many volunteers, including Harry Sabine, Pat
Knight, Mark Ishee, Lee Edwards, and many others.

Several of the IM's and Grandmasters including the highest rated Women
player Judith Polgar were on hand. One of the main attractions was a
simultaneous exhibition she gave with nearly 70 scholastic players trying to
win from her. As she told me after it was all over, only one succeeded in
doing so and two achieved draws. Also, the bookstore was a big drawing
card with many books, shirts and equipment etc. being sold.

The kids had an experience of a lifetime that they will never forget. Where
else can you meet players from so many different parts of the US. Jim
Baringer, the coach of the Meigs team from Nashville thought that this
accelerated their learning experience. My kids from Percy Priest that | could
not persuade before to keep score, did so for the first time in this
tournament.

Now we should mention who the winners were and the best scorers from
Tennessee: :

Even with this stiff competion, Tennessee actually had a winner in the Team
competition. The was the team from Oakhaven Elementary from Memphis
who won in the K-6 Championship. They scored 19.5 points to come in first
out of 34 teams. The individuals and their scores were: Kevin Prier 5.5,
Abou Anne 5, Falilou Keita 5, and Carter Bulington 4.

K-5 Championship: Another winner was Patrick J. Tae of Linden who scored
6.5 points to tie for first and came in second after tie break in the K-5
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Championship.  Other outstanding individual results of players from
Tennessee scoring six points out of seven were: Evan Mah of Memphis 3rd
place, Shane Frankiin of Percy Priest (Nashville) 6th place, Michael
Schoenfield of Meigs (Nashville) 8th place, and John Melgard of Webb
School (Knoxville) 11th place.

Other outstanding scores by Tennessee teams were scored by
Grahamwood Elem. of Memphis with 15.5 points for 11th place, Dogwood of
Germantown with 16 points for 15th place.

The very efficient USCF team that conducted the event are to be
congratulated for having the results of the tournament on their website the
very next day.

four-year University Service Scholarship providing $4,000 per
year for a total value of $16,000.

¢ To the second place team of the high school section of the Team
Finals: Four members of the winning team will each be offered a
four-year University Service Scholarship providing $2,000 per
year for a total value of $8,000.

Please note that the amount of the awards may change if the funding of
the state lottery alters the university’s ability to fund scholarships with
state appropriations as directed by the Tennessee Board of Regents.

Some additional information and conditions regarding these scholarships:
1) The winner does not have to be a high school senior; the scholarship
will be available when the recipient would be a beginning first-year
college student.

2) The recipient must qualify for admission to Tennessee Tech
University.

3) The scholarship award entails part-time work on campus for a limited
number of hours each semester (about 5 hours per week). There is not
any salary associated with this work-study requirement.

4) The recipient is eligible for only one four-year scholarship offered
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through the TTU Admissions Office; for example, the recipient would not
be eligible for a second University Service Scholarship based on ACT
scores. However, the recipient does remain eligible for any departmental
scholarships.

5) Renewal of the scholarship is contingent on the student maintaining a
3.0 cumulative grade point average.

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Computers & Tennessee Chess: A Practical Prospectus

By Don Maddox, President of Chess Digest/ChessBase USA
and former Chess Life Editor

My company - Chess Digest/ChessBase USA - has just reached an
agreement with the Tennessee Chess Association to provide book and
software sales at Tennessee tournaments. One of my goals is to be
useful to the TCA community, and one of the ways | can do that is to
share what |'ve learned over the years about computer-aided chess
instruction. To that end, | will be giving regular workshops at TCA
tournaments for students, coaches and players.

| talk to coaches and players all over the country every week who use
computers to teach and study chess. Most of them use our software,
primarily because most of them are my customers. But whether they use
ChessBase, Fritz, or Chessmaster, they hold the keys to a Golden Age of
chess very few are ready to enter. Why? Because they have, at best, a
vague idea how to use computers to actually help them (or their students)
learn to play chess.

Many years ago, | did an interview with GM Maxim Dlugy, and | asked
him why some players were better than others at chess. His answer
surprised me, and I've never forgotten it. “The difference in strength," he
said, "between any two players is almost always the difference in their
relative experience with the specific position on the board between them.
This is why 'novelties' are so important in GM play. Having prepared a
novelty at home is a tremendous advantage when you spring it over the
board on an unsuspecting opponent." Over the years, I've translated this
into a slightly different form for my own students: "The strongest player in
a room,” | tell them, "is generally the one who's lost the most games.
Usually, that's me - though it doesn't take long to figure out when I've met
someone who's lost more games."

Experience

Which brings us to the first way chess playing programs help us become
better chess players - they cheerfully kick our butts, over and over again.
We can generate experience at will - for ourselves or our students - by
simply assigning set positions and playing quick training games at
various speeds against the computer. Varying time controls is the best
way to vary computer responses in a set position, and the goal for the
student is less to find the 'correct’ responses than to wrestle 'live' with
problems emerging from specific positions relevant to lines they will meet
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over the board. IM Jeremy Silman likes to talk about 'imbalances' on the
chessboard. Perhaps the most important imbalance is one we create
away from the board - a relative advantage in experience in specif!c
positions. | talk to very few players and coaches who understand this
concept. It is a simple idea than can make a huge difference - especially
in a team context.

Feedback

Experience is extremely important, and the computer can make a huge
impact there as a ‘multiplier.' But I've known players who spent years
repeating mistakes an experienced coach could have helped them
correct in a matter of minutes. Computers are certainly capable of
generating significant feedback. They will tell you instantly when you
overlook a tactical shot or make a blunder. But what about situations that
don't lend themselves to simple mathematical resolutions?

Most chess teaching situations involve what feel like 'blind-leading-the-
blind' scenarios to the teachers - self-instruction, parents teaching
children, or coaches working with students. Quite often we feel,
sometimes justifiably, inadequate to the task.

The most important thing we can do as teachers is to provide feedback to
our students by going over their games. | meet very few chess coaches
and even fewer parents who feel adequate to this task. Computers are
incredibly useful tools for helping us deal with this very natural inferiority
complex.

Maodels

Part of the feedback loop should be review of relevant examples. Finding
those examples with a program like ChessBase is as easy as clicking a
mouse. Suppose for a minute one of your students has lost a game on
the black side of the Smith-Morra Gambit. You find a position on Move 8
where your student made a fundamental mistake. You set up that
position after the corrected move on Fritz7 and ask the student to play 4
five-minute, 3 ten-minute, and 2 thirty-minute games. You select 10
model games from your database from the recommended position and
use them to annotate your student's games, using Fritz7 as an analytic
assistant. You give the student the same 10 games to do the same. Then
you go over the games together and compare notes. Whether your
student ‘'remembers' any of this analysis or not the next time these lines
are encountered, you'll have an edge over your opponent in experience
with related positions.
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Batteries

| can already hear grumbling from the back row - "But we can't spend this
much time on every game we - or our students - play." No, but what you
can do is make sure that every game you do spend time on is stored in
the team database - like energy in a battery - and reused over and over
again by your students to build an understanding of their repertoires one
game, one variation, one position at a time. Over the years as a teacher
I've reviewed thousands of student games. In the old days, all of that
work evaporated student by student, game by game. Now | use
ChessBase. Lessons are stored as they are developed and distributed to
students as long as they are useful. A lesson | create today for Joey or
Samantha can be distributed tomorrow or next year or ten years from
now to the whole team or to a completely new generation of players for
instant replay. | can imbed text, graphic and voice annotations and
directions as | go. A whole team, an entire school district, the whole state
- not just an individual player - can build an easily reviewed reservoir of
communal experience, and a single teacher can 'multiply' himself or
herself to service an extended pool of students.

What do you need?

Feedback | have
every motivation to provide.

My agreement with the TCA is to sell software, books and equipment at
TCA events - and to share the profits with the TCA. It is in my interest to
help Tennessee players, parents and coaches make the most of a
remarkable range of computer chess training tools. Those who do will
rapidly add to their own chess experience and to the chess experience of
their students. In 1992 | began coaching a small high school team in New
Jersey. Within two years they were the undefeated State Champions of
New Jersey. How? | used computer software to generate experience in
specific positions, to provide feedback to individual players, to store and
distribute that feedback to the team at large and to the next generation of
players, and to find and distribute cogent examples, models and
explanations. Work that often might have taken weeks reduced to a
couple of hours. Selling books and software at TCA events will give me a
unique opportunity to share what | think is a unique and valuable practical
experience with folks in the real trenches - coaches, parents and players
trying to teach and learn chess in relative isolation from the great chess
teaching centers of the country. Twenty years ago, that relative isolation
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was absolute. Today, with a computer, maybe a modem, the right
software, and a little help, even the most remote Tennessee chess
program can operate at the cutting edge of chess teaching and learning
technology. Spend an hour with me somewhere in Tennessee. | promise
to make a difference to your program.
